The PMIU RSU (the ‘Client’), requires the services of a survey firm (the ‘Firm’) to conduct an Early Grades
Mathematics Assessment (EGMA) baseline survey, for grade 3 students in selected public schools in project
districts. The EGMA survey will report on the foundational levels of student learning and assess the first steps
students take while developing the understanding of basic mathematical concepts. The survey will report on
foundational levels of students’ numeracy skills.

The results of the EGMA survey will establish a baseline level from which changes in Grade 3 learners’
performance in the core numeracy skills can be tracked over time (through a midline and endline EGMA) to
inform programmatic decision-making. For the EGMA survey, the baseline is expected to be followed by a
midline and endline EGMA to assess the impact of the project’s intervention strategies
